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Abstract

The study aimed to reveal the proposed
vision for developing English
language curricula from the point of
view of government school principals

in Tafila Governorate. The study
sample consisted of (259) principals of
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public schools in Tafila Governorate
for grades from first to second grade
secondary for the academic year
2020/2021 AD. The study used the
descriptive analytical approach, and
this method was used to study the
evaluation of the content of English
language curricula books for grades
from the first to the second secondary
grade in Jordan from the point of view
of school principals. In Jordan from the
point of view of school principals, the
results also showed that there were no
statistically significant differences in
the degree of evaluation of the content
of English language curricula books
for grades from the first to the tenth
grade in Jordan from the point of view
of school principals due to
demographic  variables  (gender,
educational level, number of years of
experience The study presented a set of
recommendations, the most prominent
of which was working on holding
periodic meetings for members of the
authoring and development
committees in order to come up with
the best possible English language
curricula.
