The study addresses the requirements
of maternity clothing in terms of
providing freedom of movement and
flexibility to meet the physical
changes caused by pregnancy. It also
focuses on employing the art of
optical illusion to enhance body
appearance and conceal physical
imperfections.  Additionally, the
research seeks to offer an economic
benefit to pregnant women by
proposing designs that reduce the
need for constantly purchasing new
clothes.
The research follows a descriptive,
analytical, and applied approach. In
the  applied  framework, ten
innovative dresses inspired by the art
of optical illusion were designed.
Using research tools, opinions of
fashion design specialists and
consumers were surveyed regarding
the innovative designs. Through
statistical analysis, the first design
received the highest evaluation
according to the views of both
research samples (specialists and
consumers).
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
